A formacao de perguntas no inglés &€ bem diferente de como
fazemos no portugués.

Para perguntas diretas, normalmente invertermos a ordem entre o
sujeito (I/ he/ they, etc) e o verbo auxiliar.

Para perguntas usando o verbo “to be”, o verbo vai antes do sujeito:

You are Brazilian. Sujeito + verbo nas afirmativas.

Are you Brazilian? Verbo + Sujeito nas perguntas.

Observe os exemplos:

Formando perguntas com verbos auxiliares

Para formar perguntas com verbos auxiliares como o verbo

“have”, “will” ou “can” etc. o verbo auxiliar e o substantivo
trocam de lugar. O verbo principal da frase mantém sua posicao.

Observe:

Has he finished work for today?

Can he drive? Have they seen the new
Star Wars movie?

Will she travel tomorrow? Could you tell me where
the bank is?

Formando perguntas com “do” e “does”

As perguntas feitas no presente simples e que nao usam o
verbo “to be” devem iniciar com “do” ou “does” e manter o
verbo principal em sua forma base. O verbo principal ndo troca
de lugar com o sujeito. Observe:

He likes chocolate.

Outros exemplos; observe a forma do verbo principal:

Do you speak English? Does the radio work on batteries?
Does he go to bed late? Do | know you?
Do they eat vegetables? Do we tell Maria the truth?

As regras para o “to be” e o “do” e “does” também se aplicam no
passado. Veja os exemplos:

TO BE (PAST) DO / DOES (PAST)
Was she your teacher? Did you talk to him yesterday?
Were you friends? Did she go to work last week?
Was | there? Did he hear bout this?

Erros comuns quando formamos perguntas com o “Do” / “Does”:
Lembre-se que quando fazemos perguntas usando o “do” ou o “does”
como verbos auxiliares, devemos sempre passar o verbo principal para

a sua forma base.
